PROFILE OF THE COLLEGE

Hamidia Girls" Degree College was established in 1975, the International Year of Women, under the

aegis of the Association for the Education of Muslim Women at Allahabad. It began with
undergraduate classes in five subjects in the Faculty of Arts - English, Urdu, History, Geography, and
Economics and later it has steadily added twelve conventional subjects and two vocational
subjects. Today, three faculties—Arts, Commerce, and Vocations serve nearly 1,500 girl students. Its
motto, “To hear the unheard,” reflects its mission of equity, accessibility, and empowerment.

Over the years, the college has broadened its academic offerings. B.Com classes were introduced
in 2002, followed by B.Voc program in Journalism & Mass Communication and Fashion Designing &
Embroidery in 2014. In 2018-19, Software Technology was added, along with M.Voc in Fashion
Designing & Embroidery. Postgraduate expansion came in 2016 with M.A. programs in six subjects,
and Research Degree Programme (Ph.D.) was introduced in Urdu (2020), Medieval History, and
English (2022). These milestones highlight the institution’s commitment to advancing women’s
education at every level.

In response to modern technological demands, our facilities continue to evolve and grow. During
the summer, the Computer Centre provides IT courses including Basics of IT Tools, Data Entry with
Excel, and Tally, offered at nominal or no fee. The digitized library provides access to print and
non-print resources, OPAC search, e-books, and e-journals via N-List. Collaboration with U.P. Urdu
Academy enrich the curriculum with certificate course in Calligraphy. Beyond academics, three NSS
units engage students in community service, while seminars, workshops, and training programs
foster holistic development.

Aligned with the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020, Allahabad University is introducing 4-year
undergraduate programs (B.A. and B.Com.) from the session 2025-26. These programs emphasize
flexibility, multidisciplinary learning, and research orientation. Students will benefit from multiple
exit options: a Certificate after one year, Diploma after two, Degree after three, and
Honours/Research after four. A credit-based system allows transferability across institutions,
ensuring mobility and choice. The curriculum blends core subjects with choice-based and skill
electives, encouraging breadth and depth of learning. Importantly, the 4th year includes a
mandatory project or dissertation, embedding research skills into undergraduate education. Existing
students admitted before 2025 will continue under the traditional 3-year structure, while new
entrants will experience the NEP-aligned model.

Together, Hamidia Girls’ Degree College and Allahabad University embody the twin objectives of
equity and wide access. By offering affordable education, skill-based courses, and research
opportunities, they empower underserved women and prepare them for sustainable development.
The integration of vocational training, digital resources, and flexible pathways ensures that
education remains relevant to contemporary needs. As the college celebrates its legacy and
embraces NEP 2020 reforms, it continues to uphold its mission: to provide every student—especially
those unheard—the opportunity to learn, grow, and lead.

ESSENTIAL DISCIPLINARY RULES OF THE COLLEGE

The college expects from each and every student of the college that she will maintain

discipline and abide by the rules of the college. In order that a congenial atmosphere

prevails in the college and student can partake education without any obstacle; it is

expected that the student will be self disciplined.

Students must follow the below given rules strictly or else they shall be punished:

The student should compulsorily bring her I-Card to the college every day. In case of
loss of |-Card the student should immediately report to the Proctor and obtain a
duplicate copy on payment of requisite fee.

It is the duty of the student that she should check her section and timings noted on
her Identity and Admission Card at the time of admission and follow the same
throughout the session. Students are not allowed to leave the campus before 12:00
noon. They can leave the college campus only after attending all their classes in
different subjects. Action will be taken against students who fall short of attendance.
Students must see the notice board every day as important information will be
displayed only on notice board. If the students misses the last date, no application
will be entertained.

Student can meet the Principal on any working day between 12:00 noon to 1:00 p.m.
or any other time slot given by her and discuss their problems. For this the student
must register her name and reason of the meeting in the register kept outside the
Principal’s office. Only under compelling circumstances the Principal will meet the
mother and the guardian - whose name is on record in the Admission Form along with
the student.

Students are not allowed to bring excess money to the college. They can only bring
nominal amount required for their conveyance. The college will not be responsible for
the loss of their money.

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ANTI-RAGGING INFORMATION

Ragging is strictly prohibited in the campus.
As per University Grants Commission’s notification No.F.1-15-/2009 (ARC) dated 29th June,
2016, following is brought to notice:

1.In exercise of powers conferred under clause (g) of sub-section (1) of section 26 of the
University Grants Commission Act, 1956 (3 of 1956), the University Grants Commission
hereby makes the following regulations namely:-
i. These regulations may be called “Curbing the menace of Ragging in Higher
Educational Institutions (third amendment), Regulations, 2016"
ii. They shall come into force on the date of their publications in the official Gazette.

2. In UGC Regulations on Curbing the menace of Ragging in Higher Educational
Institutions, 2009 (herein-after referred to as the Principal regulations), in Para 3 the
following shall be added after

3 (i) under heading what constitutes Ragging.-

3 (ii) Any act of physical or mental abuse (including bullying and exclusion)targeted at
another student (fresher or otherwise) on the ground of color, race, religion, caste,
ethnicity, gender (including transgender), sexual orientation, appearance, nationality,
regional origins, linguistic identity, place of birth ,place of residence or economic
background.
