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Prof. Azizur Rahman Siddiqui, Department of Geography, UoA in his lecture
elaborated on sustainable environment as a way of life. He said that if we look at the
environment from the point of view of geography, then the environment is the sum of
external conditions, which affects humans. We have been celebrating Environment Day
every year since 1973 and it gives us a message about what we have to do for our
environment but it will be successful only when there are awareness about it in
common people. He added that, to bring environment friendly atmosphere this year,
we shall make efforts to create a plastic free society.

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SPECIAL LECTURE ON THE IMPORTANCE OF CLASSICAL ARABIC
LITERATURE IN THE MODERN ERA

On the occasion of World Arabic Language Day, the Department of Arabic
organized a special lecture on 18t December, 2023. The event was a significant
academic gathering aimed at shedding light on the rich heritage of Arabic language and
literature. The program began with a soulful recitation from the Holy Quran by
Ms. Afeefa Bano, student of B.A. I, setting a reflective tone for the event.

Chief Guest, Prof. S. Kafeel Ahmad Qasmi, former Dean, Faculty of Arts, AMU, speaking on the
occasion.

The highlight of the program was an insightful and engaging lecture by the
Chief Guest, Prof. S. Kafeel Ahmad Qasmi, former Dean, Faculty of Arts, AMU,
Aligarh. In his address, Prof. Qasmi delved deep into the history and evolution of the
Arabic language. He highlighted that Arabic is one of the six official languages of the
United Nations, alongside English, Spanish, French, Russian, and Chinese. Tracing its
roots back to the Arabian Peninsula, he explained how the language was initially used
orally and poetically to offer guidance, especially during festivals and gatherings. He
credited ancient merchants for spreading the Arabic language globally by using it for
trade and communication with various countries.

He further emphasized the significance of Arabic as the language of the Holy
Quran, pointing out that it is not only a medium of communication but also a gateway
to understanding spirituality. He remarked that Arabic has strong connections with
Persian and Sanskrit and has evolved over time, particularly in the 18th century, when
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Arabic science became linked to Greek knowledge. He described the rich vocabulary of
classical Arabic literature, where words carry multiple meanings, reinforcing their
relevance across time.

The Presidential address was delivered by Prof. Saleha Rasheed, former HoD,
Arabic and Persian, UoA. She reflected on how Arabic has gifted India the Urdu
language, which is widely used in everyday life. She remarked on the timelessness of
Arabic, noting that its continued use today proves its adaptability and relevance. Prof.
Rasheed also stressed the commercial importance of Arabic, particularly in calligraphy,
and urged the younger generation to adapt and use Arabic in modern contexts.

It has been a long felt necessity to align higher education with the emerging
needs of the economy so as to ensure that the graduates of higher education system
have adequate knowledge and skills for employment and entrepreneurship. The higher
education system has to incorporate the requirements of various industries in its
curriculum in an innovative and flexible manner while developing a holistic and well-
groomed graduate. In this connection two courses - Fashion Design & Embroidery and
Software Technology are running in our college. It is a three year Degree program
offering specialization in Fashion Design and Software Technology. The details of the
programmes are as follows :

B.Voc. and M.Voc. courses are running successfully. Sixty-seven students were
enrolled in B.Voc.-Fashion Design & Embroidery, Thirty-seven students were
enrolled in B.Voc.-Software Technology and Nineteen students were admitted in
M.Voc.-Fashion Design and Embroidery during the session 2023-24.

The result of all students is commendable. Internal Assessment is based on the
continuous evaluation of performance of the students in each semester. Internal marks
are awarded to each programme. Internal assessment of B.Voc and M.Voc were held by
conducting two assignments of 20 marks in each semester and two mid- term
examination in the month of November and April within the stipulated time periods. It
is announced in the official schedule and is organized and conducted by the In-charge
who is responsible for specific schedule indicating time and room/venue for each
programme. The subject teachers check the answer scripts and assignments after the
conduct of each internal assessment. External assessment or end-term examination are
conducted by the University of Allahabad and Sector Skill Council.

The curriculum of the course of Software Technology in Sem. I - Junior Software
Developer, Sem. II - Web Developer, Sem. III - Test Engineer, Sem. IV - Master Software
Developer, Sem. V - Junior Data Associate and Sem.VI - Software Developer. The
curriculum of the course of Fashion Design & Embroidery in Sem. I - Hand
Embroiderer, Sem. II Fashion Designer, Semester III and IV - Industrial Engineer and
Sem. V and VI - Boutique Manager that brings together academia and Industry. The
curriculum details includes a suitable mix of General Education and Skill Development
which are designed for specific job roles. The primary goal is to enhance the
employability prospects of individuals, facilitating their ability to learn, earn, and
progress.

During the session 2023-24 total six faculties were engaged, out of which three
faculties were engaged for B.Voc. Fashion Design & Embroidery and three faculties for
Software Technology and one faculty for M.Voc.
